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Minutes
8 teachers from vocational secondary schools and 3 scientific experts participated in the second Slovak workshop. Doc. Demkanin had a presentation about development of models in scientific topics. Workshop was held on 30 of March 2015 with the aim to guide the teachers through the creation of models for scientific subjects. The specific workshop aims were:

· To strengthen the cohesion between teachers and experts of this project 

· Motivate teachers and experts to understand and use Goerudio modeling methodology by creating of the education materials for the next goals of the project and use this methodology in classes

· Be able to understand other education products as models or lesson plans and create comments to this products 
Vlasta Dubravova took contact with the Department of the Didactic of Mathematics and Physics and invited expert for innovative teaching methods doc. Demkanina PhD., with the aims that this expert should moderate this part of the workshop. 

Expert presented their own expert approach to the connection of the innovation in teaching process in scientific topics. As member of commission which presented new concept of teaching scientific topics on primary and secondary schools in Slovakia, he supports using methods which activate students and lead students to better understanding of the scientific topics. He underlines needs of the teachers education in work new ITC technologies that and underline that modeling methodology is not used in education process but this method can increase topics understanding by students. He realizes with teachers some activities and commented materials and work with Goerudio models methodology. This all was very interesting for our teachers but they have more benefits and inspiration for modeling from Goerudio approach that are realized in Riga as from our expert. 

For workshop participants was very interesting possibility to use this methodology by various methods: 

1. To start by teaching process working with associations, examples, analogies etc.  

2. Relating concrete scientific topic  include this modeling method in introduction in each lesson by find out  of preconceptions ( by using pedagogical constructivism) 

3. This modeling methods we ca use when we are working   with models as toolkits – when we use during the lesson finished models samples which prepared other experts  or teachers  or students.  It is only way how we can prepare students  for single work with modeling method;

4. In centre of our attention should be effective using of this method in teaching process. To use this method as method for world recognition our suggestion is to use materials and methods from our partners from Riga and adapt this in our teachning process on vocational schools. 

5. This method we can use by outputs from thematic topic in project form individual or as a group project work. 
Workshop participants appreciated the workshop considering it very inspiring for all new possibilities in work with models in scientific topics.
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
